CORE COMPETENCY:  USE LIBRARY PRINT AND ELECTRONIC RESOURCES FOR LITERATURE RESEARCH

 The Library assignment was a major project assigned in College 101 as a way to introduce Students to the Drain-Jordan Library and its holdings.
