INTERNET RESEARCH

ASSIGNMENT
     The Occupational Research Outline Assignment involves searching the Internet for career information and job availability.  To get started on this project, you can search the Internet for career information, using the websites listed below.  When searching these websites, it will be convenient to have the Occupation Research Outline Guidelines close by so you can see what kind of information you are looking for and which sites will give you the best feedback.   As part of the assignment requirements, each student will have to have an occupational printout from the Occupational Outlook handbook, which is located on-line at the e-mail address below.  

1. LOOK UP WEBSITE – www.bls.gov/oco/ 

      Once you are in the Occupational Outlook handbook site, you can search for an occupation by typing in the occupational title in the upper right hand corner of the screen and click on search.  It will provide you with career information that relates to that occupation.  You must have an occupational printout from this site for the research project.  

2. LOOK UP WEBSITE  - www.acinet.org - as a starting point for another source of information.

Screen will show web page for Career InfoNet and will give several headings that relate to job search. Scroll down and look at the lower right hand portion of the screen until you see the heading “Career Tools”.  Click on Resource Library and then under the “Career Planning” Heading, click on “Explore by Occupation”.  A wide spectrum of occupations will appear.  Click on the heading that you feel best describes the occupation you want to research.  The screen will list various occupations under that heading.  For example under Health Care Practitioners it will list Nurses, Occupational therapist, dentist, etc., and it will have information as to where this information can be found.  An example would be

Registered Nurse, California Occupational Guide or Registered Nurse, Occupational Outlook handbook.  Click on one of these sources and it will provide you with career information such as job descriptions, wages, educational requirements and career outlook.  Once you’ve checked the source out, you can print it or down load it to a disk.  Check out at least two sources of information.  Select one of the sources and obtain a printout on career information.

   FOR ADDITIONAL INFORMATION ABOUT CERTAIN STATES AND THEIR JOB RATES - go back to the home page for Career InfoNet.   Now do a search by state.  Start with West Virginia.   Select a state by scrolling down the home page to icons on the right.  Select the Gateway icon and scroll down and click on West Virginia.  A map of West Virginia will appear.  Above the map you will see headings.  Click on the resources heading and you will receive career and labor market information for the state.  To the left you will find general information for the state that will go into detail about the fastest growing, most opening, largest employers, etc. within the state. Click on a category that interest you and see if your occupation is listed.  If it is, then click on it and it will give you statistics that relate to that occupation in the state of West Virginia.  
3.  LOOK UP WEBSITE  

The second part to your Internet research is to look at some of the websites that provide information about job availability.  Using the list provided in your textbook on page 360, look at several of these sites and see what kinds of jobs are available in your chosen career pathway.  Once you locate a job position, print out the information and highlight the qualifications (skills and abilities) that are necessary to become gainfully employed in your career pathway.  As part of your assignment, you will need to located three job positions in your career pathway and retrieve print outs for them.  These three listing will be turned in with your Occupation Research Outline.  You may also come across other resources for job availability that are not listed in the text.  Using some of the search engines as it states in chapter 13, you can investigate other possible sites.
